· Alcohol abuse whereby the individual is hospitalised, is worse in Scarborough than other areas in the County.  He is trying to make progress with this issue. 

· He has received approximately 11-12 applications for the Locality budget at present. 
· In reference to item 17, he believes that the skills benefit both schools and so has sent a letter of support for the consultation to confederate two schools in the area.
