· The County allocated £750,000 in Scarborough area for pupil premium.

· He chaired the meeting at Country level in reference to minerals and waste. This will be  published in November, with a copy to be consulted on distributed to Parish Councils. There will be a six week consultation period, then public enquiry next year. 
· Meeting held with highways on Monday. Footpaths on the A170 and overgrown vegetation- County to look into community service. 
· Meeting at the town hall- Scarborough municipal charity and a John Kendall trust, covers out to the Snainton boundary- offers presents for eligible children.
Item 17 was brought forward.
There had been a phone call from Yorkshire water, however, no one attended a visit with Cllr Price.
